As you know Christmas is right around the corner, and we will be having 
our Christmas Eve Candlelight Service in less than a week.  Our service will 
start at 6:00 p.m.  We will, however, have the Lord’s Supper beginning at 
5:00 p.m. for anyone who wants to participate.  It will function somewhat 
like a "drop-in" party.  Lannia will be playing the piano, and her husband 
will accompany her on the guitar (The music should be amazing!).  The 
Lord's Supper will be available from 5:00 to 5:45 p.m.  If you would like to 
participate, you will come to church during this time frame.  Err on the side 
of being a little early.  Come into the Worship Center and have a seat with 
your family.  Walk them through the instructions that were available in the 
foyer last week and/or were emailed to you.   
 
This means that someone in your family will briefly explain the Lord's  
Supper, help your family examine their lives and repent of any sin.  Finally, 
escort them all to the front of the Worship Center where the elements will 
be available on several tables and partake of the Lord's Supper.  (Don't  
worry if this sounds complicated, you may be overthinking it.)  Someone 
will be available to help if you need any guidance. 
 
It will probably give you peace of mind if you read through the instructions 
provided several times.  I think you will enjoy partaking in the Lord's    
Supper as a family.  
  
We have been using the word family, but this Lord's Supper is available to    
every believer whether it's just you or you have a family of 50!  If it's just 
you or you have a small family, feel free to join with another group if it 
makes you more comfortable.  You may want to plan this ahead of time 
though.
