Church Family…It seems like we are closer and closer to getting COVID-19 
behind us! I can't wait to be able to use our building again and see our Sunday 
School classes gathering like usual!  In light of that, we wanted to share a few 
things with you. 
 

As of today, we are only planning to have two more "Drive-in" style 
church services (May 10th & 17th).  The plan is to have a "soft" opening of 
the building on May 24th.  The service will be held as usual in the Worship 
Center at 10:15 a.m. We would like our younger members, as well as families 
with children, to bring a chair and worship in the gym. We will ask our people 
who are more "at-risk" to social distance in the Worship Center.   
 

We will be taking precautions to keep everyone safe but still need your help. 
We know some of you are huggers and hand shakers, but all of our people are 
not comfortable that we are all clear from this virus, and we know they would 
appreciate social distancing a little longer. 
 

We also know that some of you may not be comfortable coming inside on May 
24th, and we respect that. Our services will continue to be on Facebook live, 
hopefully for the foreseeable future. 
 

What about Sunday School on May 24th?  We want to ask Sunday School 
classes to continue to be creative with different ways to meet for just a little 
while longer. Let's see how things go on the 24th with only the worship service, 
and then let you use your discretion as to when your class is ready to meet again 
at 9:00 a.m. in your Sunday School room. 
 

As we move forward getting back to normal, I want to encourage you not to let 
guilt drive you when making decisions. Some of you are going to want to take it 
very slow and be very careful. Don't let people make you feel bad about that. 
Some of you are not as cautious and just want to hug somebody. Also, don't let 
people make you feel bad about that. God has wired each of us differently, and 
we all have different thoughts about the current situation. Let us continue to 
walk together in love, and let that be what guides us.
