With summer being 
over and the choir back up in the loft, that freed up at least 30 more seats. We 
will play it by ear, and when our numbers get back up again, we will begin   
rotating out Sunday school classes to make more space.   

Praise the Lord for unity in our body, as well as your willingness to sacrifice for 
what we believe is the greater good! We will try and give you as much notice as 
we can before we begin this. Thank you for your patience and prayers! May 
God continue to bless us with more "problems" like this!
